Team Parent Role: Coordinate messages to the players thru the usage of the website announcement features about practices, games directions etc. Maintains the “Player Roster” book (med forms, insurance proof, player IDs). Report scores to the league.
Work with their respective coach making sure all players are registered on website, have handed in signed waiver sheets, and have been registered with CIPP number. Players who do not have a CIPP number cannot play in games!!!!!!
Keep signed waivers from each player in a 3 ring binder along with a listing of emergency contact info for all players. Make sure the most up-to-date version is on the sidelines game day for the team manager. Post any non-credit card payments to players account and hand payments over to treasurer. Work with the coach in communicating out to the team. 
NOTE: Only send exceptions, changes, and special announcements to your team such as practice is cancelled, game is changed, carwash is coming up. If we send too many emails they tend to be ignored, so emailing that there is a game each week or practice is Tuesday Thursday becomes redundant. Posting an announcement will generate an email to the list they are posted to, you can post to your team or all tackle programs. If any parents or players let you know they are not getting our emails ask that they check their spam folder. Also do let them know that they can simply check the website and look at the announcements as that is what is emailed out to the teams. They can also see the game schedule and practice schedule on the website. If any parent needs help or has issues with the website please refer them to Jim@brad-pak.com who can work on answering their questions.
Team Manager Role: Ensures the medical equipment is at the field. Interacts with the EMTs on game day. Administers King-Devick Concussion protocol*
Works with coach on sideline game day, makes sure stocked med kit is on sidelines, along with cooler of ice and plastic bags. Makes sure jerseys are there for the game. Makes sure all items such as water bottles, clothing, kit bags, med kits and such are three meters back from the touch line. We do not want players tackled out of bounds and into items. NJSBRO rules stipulate that all players and fans must be 5 meters from the sideline. Assist with injured players. After game find a family to wash the jerseys for the next game. If it is a home game, then find a parent to coordinate food for post-match activites.
